Design Noise Analysis Process

* Final noise analysis completed in April 2023
 Based on design plans and updated traffic:
* |s the wall warranted?
* |s the wall feasible?
* |s the wall reasonable?

* Final noise study results and proposed noise
wall locations available on 495NEXT.org

 If construction impacts an existing wall, a
replacement wall will be provided

 For new walls, input is solicited from benefited
property owners and renters (voting process)
